Survey results revealed that: N

«  72% of participants visit mid-morning (9am-11am) and afternoon (2pm-5pm) ~

«  60% of participants will visit the playspace 1-3 times per week
«  33% of the potential users of the playspace are between 3-5 years of age

« The top two priorities for visiting the playspace is to play with children (86%) and enjoy the peace and quiet (4%).
